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Arnold Bax

Sir Arnold Edward Trevor Bax, KCVO (8 November 1883–3 October 1953), was an English composer and poet. His musical style blended elements of
Romanticism and Impressionism, always with a strong Celtic influence. His orchestral scores are noted for their complexity and colourful instrumentation.
Bax’s poetry and stories, which he wrote under the pseudonym of Dermot O’Byrne, reflect his profound affinity with Irish poet William Butler Yeats and are
largely written in the tradition of the Irish Literary Revival.

This Recording - Technical assessment

Original surface quality: increasingly dismal, in particular side five (the first half of the final movement) which was riddled with swish and other surface noise
in addition to high general noise present throughout the recording.

Other notes: Bax©s delightful first quartet remains unjustly  neglected in the catalogue of recorded music, despite the best efforts and foresight of the National
Gramophonic Society and the few companies who have followed in recording this work. What we have here is actually a well-made recording, very nicely
played, and woefully let down by a shockingly bad pressing. Tackling the endless problems that disc surfaces have presented in remastering this recording has
been a painstaking process, and I©ve had to make a number of decisions along the way  with regard to final noise levels and the degree to which noise
reduction and other filtering might dampen the wonderful sound of the Marie Wilson Quartet. I hope this will not mar your enjoyment of what is otherwise a
delightful recording.
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
